The closet in the regular rooms are like a normal hotel room about
36” of hanging space. The closet in a Executive Suite are about 48”
long. Wifi is free in the room if you are listed as SAR.
Mini-refrigerators are available in the Executive Suites.
There are no refrigerators in the Deluxe Rivue Rooms.
